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This paper makes a comprehensive evaluation index system about the investment environment, and uses AHP
approach to analyze how Taiwan'’s enterprises evaluate local investment environment. All data comes from
face-to-face interviews and questionnaires. There are some findings as follows: local infrastruc- tures and local
government meet Taiwan's enterprises well. However, local supporting industry cannot satisfy them. Moreover,
local culture and institutions are also not coupling with the demands of Taiwan’s enterprises.
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
