Gameplaying Theory on Private Schools Profit-seeking and Gover nment’s Subsidy

Abstract: The essay, based on gameplaying theory, tries to discuss the dilemma of private schools’ profits-seeking and
government’s subsidy. It, therefore, puts forward ways of nongovernmental schools’ standard, legal and sustainable
development through governments’ change of concepts to recognize the coexistence of public and private schools, perfecting
the management system of private schools, supervising their fiscal status and teaching quality, and punishing excessive
profits-seeking operation.
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
