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Abstract: Based on the detailed analysis on the successful experience from Bogota and Hong Kong, this
paper discussed the key elements for developing urban public transport in conditions of China, and
concluded that BRT should be considered as a strategic concept to facility urban public transport instead
of a purely engineering project, the powerful politic measures to manage traffic demand, and modernized
public transport operation are two supports of the bridge: BRT.
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
