The diary is
very helpful for researching the famous “Controversy of Gr
eat Etiquette” and the relative history of that time.
There are four editions o f Sheng Jia Nan Xun Ri Lu which
were different from each other in spellings and details.
This article points out those minute differences and
briefly describes the life and the writings of Lu Shen.
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
