Prize Essay Contest

AMERICAN ASSOCIATION OF ORTHODONTISTS

ELIGIBILITY : Any member of the American Association of Ortho-
dontists; any person affiliated with a recognized institution in the field
of dentistry as a teacher, researcher, undergraduate or graduate student
shall be eligible to enter the competition.

CHARACTER OF ESSAY: Each essay submitted must represent an
original investigation and contain some new significant material of value
to the art or science of orthodontia.

PRIZE: A cash prize of $500.00 is offered for the essay judged to be
the winner. The committee, however, reserves the right to omit the award if
in its judgment none of the entries is considered to be worthy. Honorable
mention will be awarded to those authors taking second and third places.
The first three papers will become the property of the American Society of
Orthodontists and will be published. All other essays will be returned.

SPECIFICATIONS: All essays must be typrewritten on 8% x 11
white paper, double spaced with 1’’ margins and composed in good
English. Three copies of each paper, complete with illustrations, bibli-
ography, tables, charts, etc., must be submitted. The name and address of
the author must not appear in the essay. For purposes of identification,
the author’s name together with a brief biographical sketch which sets
forth his or her dental and/or orthodontic training, present activity and
status (practitioner, teacher, student, research worker, ete.) should be
typed on a separate sheet of paper and enclosed in a sealed envelope. The
envelope should carry the title of the essay.

PRESENTATION: The author of the winning essay will be invited
to present it at the meeting of the American Association of Orthodontists
to be held at Chicago. Illinois May 8-11, 1950.

FINAL SUBMISSION DATE: No essay will be considered for this

competition unless received in triplicate by the Chairman of the Research
Committee on or before Marech 15, 1950.

Otto Sorenson will instruct the group in the bending technique of the first
edgewise wire to be used in the case. 1t will consist of tie-back loops, arch
formation, loops, de-torqueing, torqueing, lateral inserts, eanine step-up,
tip-back bends.

Bring upper dento-form with first bicuspids out and canines back, with
some space between canines and laterals. Use .020 round wire to level off
and have all brackets aligned.

1 length of .021 x .025

1 set 442 pliers
1 cutting pliers
1 loop forming pliers (Hays Nance)
1 bird-beak pliers
Whatever other instruments you think necessary
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
