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Percutaneous Coronary Intervention in Patients of Coronary Disease

Abstract: With SF-8 and SAQ, the impact of PCI on quality of life of coronrary arter disease patient is evaluated.
The research adopted the general-purpose medical outcome study short Form-8 (SF-8) and the special-purpose
Seattle Angina Questionnaire to assess the impact of percutaneous coronary intervention (PCI) on the quality of
life, and preliminarily analyzed of the factors influencing quality of life of the patients with coronary disease.
Questionnaires were used to investigate the subjects’ quality of life before hospitalization, in the hospital, and 6
months after leaving hospital, of which one group of 171 underwent successful PCI (PCI group) and the other
group of 198 received only medication (medication group). PCI group’s quality of life proved that the life quality
of 6-months-after-leaving-hospital is better than that in the hospital, which is in turn better than that before
hospitalization (P <0.05), and the same was true with the medication group (P<0.05), but PCI group’s quality of
life improved to a better extent than that of medication group. It may conclude that PCI can notably improve the
life quality of the patients of coronary disease.
