Forecast and Analysis of China’s Exports and Imports in 2008

This paper, based on the data up to November 2007, forecasts China's trade volume in 2007 and 2008
including that between China and major trading partners and that of major trading commodities. Attention should
be paid to six problems: the sustainable development of foreign trade; the economic risk from high-level
commodity futures' prices; the safety and quality of our products; the risks of "going out"; the invalidity of
appreciation of RMB in adjusting trade balance; the strict environment of trade friction.
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
