Dr. Todd's research interests include pulmonary fibrosis and bronchogenic carcinoma. He works with Sergei Atamas, MD, PhD from the Division of Rheumatology on the basic science mechanisms of pulmonary fibrosis, using both animal models of pulmonary fibrosis and lung tissue from patients with idiopathic pulmonary fibrosis (IPF).
