31. phatic communion: one function of human language which refers to the social interaction of language. 

32. suprasegmental features: suprasegmental features are those aspects of speech that involve more than single sound segments. The principal supra-segmental features are syllable, stress, tone, and intonation.
33. morpheme: the smallest unit of language in terms of relationship between expression and content, a unit that cannot be divided into further small units without destroying or drastically altering the meaning, whether it is lexical or grammatical.
34. blending: a relatively complex form of compounding, in which two words are blended by joining the initial part of the first word and the final part of the second word, or by joining the initial parts of the two words.  

35. deep structure: the abstract representation of the syntactic properties of a construction, i.e. the underlying level of structural relations between its different constituents, such as the relation between, the underlying subject and its verb, or a verb and its object.



36. sense: the abstract properties of an entity independent of situational context.               

37. compositionality: a principle for sentence analysis, in which the meaning of a sentence depends on the meanings of the constituent words and the way they are combined.
38. cohort theory: theory of the perception of spoken words proposed in the mid-1980s. It assumes a “recognition lexicon” in which each word is represented by a full and independent “recognition element”. When the system receives the beginning of a relevant acoustic signal, all elements matching it are fully activated, and, as more of the signal is received, the system tries to match it independently with each of them, Wherever it fails the element is deactivated; this process continues until only one remains active.


39. communicative competence: a speaker’s knowledge of the total set of rules, conventions, etc. governing the skilled use of language in a society. Distinguished by D.Hymes in the late 1960s from Chomsky’s concept of competence, in the restricted sense of knowledge of a grammar.


40. entailment: relation between propositions one of which necessarily follows from the other: e.g. “Mary is running” entails, among other things, “Mary is not standing still”.

41. Onomatopoeia does not really indicate a non-arbitrary relationship between form and meaning. (一分) 

   First of all, though the onomatopoeia forms, such as murmur in English or 叮咚，轰隆隆in Chinese seem to have a natural basis, totally different words are used to describe the same sound in different languages. (两分)

   Secondly, different onomatopoeia is at most suggestive of the natural sounds they try to capture. There is no connection whatsoever to be established between the sounds and the noise that the sound represents. They are arbitrary as signifiers. It is only when you know the meaning that you infer that the form is appropriate. (三分)

(1) In this dialogue, B is being deliberately obscure so that the children will not be able to understand what they are talking about and has thus violated the maxim of Manner. (两分). The implicature of B’s utterance is most likely that “Don’t let children have ice-cream.” (一分)
 (2) In this dialogue, the student is more informative than is required for the current purposes of the exchange and has thus flouted the maxim of Quantity. （两分）The implicature of the student's utterance is probably "It's high time you finished the lecture." (一分)
44. The sentence provided here reflects an important hypothesis in sociolinguistics: Sapir-Whorf hypotheses. （一分）

What this hypothesis suggests is like this: our language helps mould our way of thinking and, consequently, different languages may probably express our unique ways of understanding the world. (两分)

Following this argument, two important points could be captured in this theory: 

On the one hand, language may determine our thinking patterns; on the other, similarity between language is relative, the greater their structural differentiation is, the more diverse their conceptualization of the world will be. (三分)
45. First of all, phonology and phonetics are related with each other in that they study the speech of human sounds from different aspects. (两分)

   However, they differ in their approach and focus. 
   Phonetics is of a general nature; it is interested in all the speech sounds used in all human languages: how they are produced, how they differ from each other, what phonetic features they possess, how they can be classified. (两分)

Phonology, on the other hand, is interested in the system of sounds of a particular language; it aims to discover how speech sounds in a language form patterns and how these sounds are used to convey meaning in linguistic communication. （两分）
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
