U.S. immigration laws against Asians

Asians' overseas migration has been limited by both natural and artificial factors. The Chinese, earliest to arrive, and the Japanese were long victims of racial discrimination. Asians' difference in color and culture and their willingness to work for unusually low wages aroused the resentment of the white working class, who feared competition for scarce employment. The result was the discriminatory laws that limited and excluded the Asian immigrants from the United States. The Chinese Exclusive Act in 1882 suspended Chinese immigration for 10 years. In 1965, a law was passed to allow immigrants from Asia to the United States, and the number of Asian immigrants has increased significantly ever since.

2. Confucianism

Confucianism is the major system of thought in China, developed from the teachings of Confucius and his followers, and concerned with the principles of good conduct, practical wisdom, and proper social relationships. Confucianism has influenced the Chinese attitude toward life, set the patterns of living and standards of social values, and provided the background for Chinese political theories and institutions. It has spread from China to Korea, Japan, and Vietnam and has aroused interest among Western scholars. The principles of Confucianism are contained in the nine ancient Chinese works known as the Five Classics and the Four Books.

e.g.: I just like to emphasize how important it is for people to learn foreign languages.

(a) source of knowledge — a person or thing that supplies knowledge

Unlike the teaching methods of the East, Western methods regard books, class discussion, independent work, etc. as important sources of knowledge.

For one thing... for another...
"For one thing" is used to introduce a reason and is usually followed by "for another", meaning "one reason is ... and another is  "

e.g.: The house was poorly built; for one thing the roof leaked, for another it doesn't let in enough light.

5.
take the initiative — be the first person to act and therefore able to control the situation 采取主动；首先采取行动 
e.g.: Everyone was sitting in silence, so I took the initiative by speaking first at the meeting.

6.
take action — begin to act  采取行动，开始工作
To take action is to do something in order to prevent something bad from happening or continuing esp. because it is your duty or responsibility to do so.

e.g.: This illegal trade will continue unless we take action to stop it.

7.
drawback — n. a difficulty or disadvantage; sth. that can cause trouble 欠缺；不利条件

A drawback is a difficult or unpleasant aspect of something that makes it less acceptable or less desirable.

e.g.: The major drawback of the system is that the funds are administered centrally.
